“If the government makes a policy,
one which we feel is the right way for-
ward, saying that all equipment should
be security tested before it is put on the
circuit, there should also be an ecosys-
tem in place to test such equipment.
That is why we have been asking for an
extension of the deadline,” S P Kochhar,
director general, COAI told Business
Standard.

Testing labs are inspected and des-
ignated by the Telecommunication
Engineering Centre, the technical wing
of the Department of
Telecommunication (DoT). The TEC
website showed there are 62 such lab
units across the country. It has also
drawn up ‘Essential Requirements’ for
as many as 65 separate types of telecom
equipment.

According to industry insiders, both
domestic and international investors
were in a wait-and-watch mode and had
recently begun to invest in the sector.

They said it would take time for the sec-
tor to become established.

Consumer products, such as TVs,
refrigerators and whose primary func-
tion is not telecom but which have tele-
com interfaces such as Bluetooth, WiFi,
are not covered under the MTCTE.
